NEWS REVIEW OF
THE PAST WEEK

Italian Armies Drawn up Behind
Tagliamento River to Fight
Teutonic Invaders.

ALLIES RUSH TO THE RESCUE

Cadorna’s Losses Severe But United
Nation Supports HIm—Qermans
Lose More Ground in Flanders
‘—Atherican War Taxes
Become Effective —

More Luxburg Plot.
ting Exposed.

The great Austro-German drive: Into
northeastern Italy, and. the magnifi-
cent resistance to the Invasion organ-
ized by General Cadorna backed by
a united and thoroughly aroused coun-
try held the egnter of the war stage
last weok. For strategic reasons, the
Itaitan general staff would not per-
mit publicatien of full detalls of the
operations, ‘but this much Is known:
The northern Italian army, the weak-
et of all, was broken by a furlous
surprise attack while felnt attacks
were belng made further south: the
First army, and In turn the Third; be-
Ing outflanked. were compelled to fall
back across the Isonzo and Into the
Friull plains. The Third army, un-
der the command of the duke of Aokta.
retreated tn orderly fashion and saved
all its guns and material, but the oth-
ers l6st about 180,000 men and 1,500
guns, and Immense quantities of
stores were destroyed to keey them
from falling into the enemy's hands.
Generally speaking, the retreat was
conducted In a masterful way and the
armies fell back to the Tagllamento
river, while the rear tunrds delayed
the pursulng Teutons and the cavalry
harassed them. Meanwhile the. Ger-
mans . were trylng hard to_ break
through the Carnic Alps in order to
turn the left flank of the Tagllamento
line, but the troops In the passes at
last accounts were holding them falrly
well. In case they should give way.
Count Cadorna had a second line of
defense ready along the Plave river.

The first impetuous’ and almost un-

tmpeded rush of the Austro-German

forces had died down by Thursday,
when the center of thelr line had ad-
vanced to within four miles of the
ltamento northwest of Udine. By
that time they were In contact with
e Itallans at many polnts and were
eeting with stubborn resistance,
which was glving Cadorna opportunity
to consolidate his defenses and to re-
store complete order and discipline.
Sowme large units of, the Italian army
made & stand oo the left bank of the
Tagllamento, but ‘the Teutons pene-
trated thelr line,yeaptured the bridge
head positions troipo and Dig-
nano, and took 60,000 more prisoners.
The two maln forces then faced each
other on opposite sides of the river.
Italy United, Allies Helping.
It Germany hoped by this Invaston
to weaken Jtaly's war spirit and to

“cause Inteérnal dissension, it was badly

foaled, for ‘the -opposite has come
abont. Al factions sprang instantly
to ‘the suppart. of the government. all
reserves were called to the colofs fm-
mediately. hundreds of convalescent
officers pleaded to be sent back to
thelr’ commands, and from all parts
of the kingdom supplies, munitions
and men were rushed to the front. ev-
ery means of transportation belng
utilized solely by the military ‘author-
1ties.

Perhaps most fmportant of all, In
the long run, was the effect on the al-
lles of Italy. . Great Britain and
France at once began hurrylug re-en-
forcements—men and guns—into Italy,
and America, without a moment’s hes-

| itation, cast astde all export restric

tions in fayor of the invaded country,
and permitted her to’take whatever
materials she wanted. We also ar-

ranged to give Italy a large amount of
shipplog to assist her own merchant |

marine In taking over the needed sup-
plies. and extended to her & new credjt
of $230,000,000, It is 'sald Italy had

| long been wsking for munitions from

the allles, though this Is denied by the
London press. Howevef, the military
leaders of the entente are now awake
to the Importance of the Itallan front,
and there are Indications that they
will corcentrate much of thelr efforts
there during the winter, when opera-
tlons In Flanders must necessarily he
balted. This will be in accordance
with the advice of an Itallan general
glven many months ago and hitherto
tgnored. The question of a Joint ailted
war council to direct operations on ull
fronts is made more imperative by the
Itallan affair and may be setded at
the coming conference in Parls. Ev-
eryone admits that lack of team work
has been responsible for most of the
reverses the allies have suffered.

It (s expected that Germany will
now make a new suggestion of peace,
as she hns done after each of her ic-
cessful drives, and also It Is expected
that the allies will reject it with scorn,
as In the past. .

In Russin the peace agitation Is
dying down hecause of the German
operations in the Gulf of Riga and the
peril of the Gulf of Flnland ports and
of Petrograd. The crisls there served
to strengthen the hands of the Ker-
ensky government. and even the ex-
treme Socialists and other radical fac-
tlons are urging the army to resist
further German advances. There was
little fighcing on the Russian front lust
week, and the German fleet apparently
had abandoned or postponed its plans
to enter the Gulf of Finland.

Good Gains In Flanders.

» Atterition must not be wholly di-
verted from the western front by the
invasion of Taly. There was desper-
ate fighting in Flanders, In the course
of which the French and British, with
the efficient ald of the Belglan troops,
made some very Important gains. In
the swamps south of Dixmude the
French and Belgians took Merckem
peninsula and the village of Luyghem.
A little farther south the British kept
up thelr attacks on the part of the
Passchendaele ridge still held hy the
Germans, and the Canadians led In an
offensive which carried them almost
Into the town itself. Further progress
on this line will probably result in the
capture of Roulers, an Important rail
center only six miles northeast of the
rldge and already dominated by the
British guns.

Along the Alsne and in the Verdun
reglon the French successfully with-
stood all the attacks of the crown
prince and ipflicted heavy losses on
him,

The allled aviators were especlally
busy during the week, dropping many
tons of explosives on munition facto-
rles, depots, raliway statlons, aer-
dromes and all other military objec-
tives within thefr reach. They do not
seem yet to have started on a cam-
paign of retaliatory raids on German
towns, but that may come quickly,
sinée Germany on Wednesday night
sent some thirty atrplanes In seven
groups across the water to bomb Lon-
don and other parts of England. Also
the German aviators made a few more
raids on Nanc:
