Europe’s herds are dwinditng under
war's demands faster than they can be
replenished. -

When the German armles retired
from occupled portions of France and
Belglum approximatgy 1,800,000 head
of cattle were appropriated. This ad-
dition virtually safeguarded Germany
from cattle shortage other natlons now
suffer.

In England some 2,400,000 ndres of
gruss lands have by compulsory meas-
ures been forced Into grain prodyetion,
thus reducing pasturage and hay lands.
A declining scale of maxipum meat
prices for live cattle was ordained In
ingland, as follows: For Septamber,

.76 per hundred pounds; October,
$17.28; November and December,
$10.08, and for January, §1440. The
evident Intent of this measure was to
drive the beef animals into market as
2000 as possible.

According to offictal French Sgures,
