Michigan wheat and rye growers the
past season was a discouraging one,
Bome were Inclined to forget the suc-
cessful ylelds which good methods
bring forth during average Michigan
seasons and not Infrequently announce
thelr Intention to grow spring grali
in place of these much needed fall-
planted grains. In certain cases where |
winter grains are not adapted or where |
seed beds cannot be prepared for plant- |
Ing, such a change may be advisable, |
but during these war days, we must |
have more wheat and more rye than |
ever befere. To accom h this the
knowledge and practice of every expe-
rienced wheat and rye grower s need- |
ed, ahd before any drop out of the |
renks let us hope that they will consid- |

er the following points:

L The past discournging season was |
an atinormal one, the most severe re- |
corded by the weather bureau. It 1s
not likely thut another will come for |
many. years.

2. The great madority of those who
planted Rosen rye, Red Rock whent |
and gther hardy strains at a sufficlent- |
Iy early date, on well prepared seed
beds, secured good ylelds during even
the past season.

8. A half-century of wheat and rye |
growing has proved Michigan's fitness
for these crops. Thirty years ago our
acreage was nearly double what it s
today, At present prices wheat and
rye are again orofitable. |

Seed Treatment.—Thorough clean-
Ing with a fanning mill removes light
scabby kernels and most weed seeds.
Formaldehyde treatment Insures free-
dom from smut. Treatment s as fol-
lows: Use. formalin or formaldehyde
solution at the rate of one pint for
23 bushels and other amounts In pro-
portion. Put the fresh formalin, just
s It comes from the drugglst Into n
pint or quart hand sprayer (cost about
75 cents) and spray the graln which
has been spread out on the barn Moor.
Spray the grain as it is shoveled over
and over. Keep the sprayer close to
the grain and the penetrating odor
of the formaldehyde will give no dis-
comfort. When the right amount of
formalin has been applied. shovel the
grain into a heap and cover/it for ex-
actly four hours and no looger, with
bags, canvas or blankets. At the end
of this perfod it should thef be spread
out for & few hours airing| It may be
sown at once, or stored in) clean or dis-
infected sacks after a thgrough airing.
It should not be held in storage for
many days. /
