Pres-
dent Wilson had nolified the German
bigh command that it would have to
ask terms’ from Muarshal Foch in the
eld. und in consequence Mathins Krz-
berger, Generul Winterfeld, Count von
Oberndorft, General von Gruenell and
Nuval Captain von Sulow curried the
white flag to the generulissimo of the
allies. Whether they were fully em-
powered to act for Germany was not
stuted, but it was supposed that if it
were necessary to submit the terms to
the relchstag, such action would be in
the nature of a formality.
