PLEADS FOR'PEACE|

NEW PREMIER COUNT AN‘DRAS“
SENDS VOTE DIRECT T™
SECRETARY LA?QGING.

ASKS AQMISTICE ON FRONTS

\Wants Ouspensicn of Arms and Con
: fersnce On Peace to Begin
Immediately.

Vienna (via Basel, Switzerland)—|
Austria-Hungery, throuzh her new
toreign minister, Count Andrassy, has
sent a note to Secretary Lansing re
questing the secretary’s intervention
with President Wilson for immed
armistice on all fronts and commence-
ment of peace negotations

The text of the note follow

“I address myself directly to you
Mr. Secretary of State, begging you
to be good enough to act with the
President of the United States that, in
the interest of humanity, as well as
that of the fnhabitants of Austrid-
Hunzary a suspension of arms be im-
mediately accorded and followed by an
opening of peace negotiations.”

“Immediately after assuming the
office of foreign minister, I an
official response to your note of Oc
tober 18,

“In it you will see that we accept
11l points of the program proposed by
e President dt the United States.

“In a different declaraticn we align
ourselves entirely with the efforts of
the president to prevent new wars by
the organization of ‘a family of peo-
Dles. .

“We have taken measures by which
the people of Austria-Hungary can de-
cide their future organization and free-
dom according to their own rights.

“Since the emperor-king, Charles,
took over the government he has al-
ways busied himself with the efforts
to force an end of the war.

“Today, more ‘than ever, 1t' is the
wish of the sovereign and of all peo-
ples of Austria-Hungary to speed that
end.

“I am persuaded that (we?) can on-
ly develop in peaeful strife (?), shel-
tered from the troubles, privations,
and misfortunes of war.”

Count Andrassy is taking &n yppre-
cedented action by addressiug Birhselt
to Secretary of State Lansing, the offi-
ciel of a natlon with which Austria-
Hungary is at war, instead, as has
been the custom, of sending his note
through a neutral intermediary nation.
