“To make the claim, obtaln from
your local post, the Nutlonal Service
Diviston of the Legion, or the Bureau
of Wur Risk Insurunce the following
forms: Numbers 620, 539 und 543, In
addition, make & detalled statement
of your condition und occupation prior
to service, injury or sickness during
service, where treated, and physical
condition slnce discharge. Obtaln &
like statement from one o more per-
sons who were with you and koew
of your disabllity during service. Get
a statement also from one of two per-
