ARKANSAS (
RKANSAS was
named after the

of the chiel tribu-
taries of the Missis-
sippl. It Is salg that
the garly settlers found In this terri-
tory. an Indian tribe named Arkansas.
but the actual meaning of \the word fs
not known. - It probably has some re-
lation to the word Kansas. There has
heen much confusion us to the correct
pronunciation of Arkansus. To re-
move this as far as possible a resolu-
tlon was passed by the state senate In
1881 which specified that the true pro-
nunclation was “Ar-kan-saw,” In fact
It was formerly spelled 8o, and. there
has been considerable agitation to
make this the correct spelling. It Is
sometimes culled the Bear State,

Originally Arkansas was & part of
the Louisiana Purchuse. Its fifst set
tlement was made by the Frencl about
1685, Except for the few years dur-
ing which by secret treaty 1t was ced-
ed to Spain, It remained under French
rule. until purchaséd by the United
States In 1503, For nearly ten years
after this, it was & part of Louislana
territory.  With the admission of the
State of Louislana in 1812 this north-
ern section was formed into the Mis
sourd territory. In 1819 there was an-
other partition and Arkansas territory
was crented. which included the pres-
ent state and what Inter was called
Indian territory.

Due to the peports of an early ex-
plorer name Pike. who visited this
region In 1806, the Incorrect jden was
generally accepted that most of the
expanse of pluins eust of the Roffkies
was & vast desert. This idea per-
gisted to such an extent that as late as
1850 the western plains were cdlled In
the school nphies he Great
American Desert.”  Adyenturous set-
tlers, especinlly from the, South, found
conditions In Arkansas guite other
| wise, however, and by 1836 Arkansas
was aduitted as the twenty-ffth stafe
of the Unlon with an area of
square miles. It hus remained in al
most that sume runk gmong the states
in relation to population ever since,
and Is entitled to nine electoral votes
for President.

MICHIGAN

HE French ms-

sionarles and fur
traders were the
first whites to pene-
trate into Michigan.
Thelr first visits to
this reglon date
3 hack to 1610. It was
not untll 1668 however, that the first
actual settlement was made. This was
the misslon at Sault Sainte Marle,
founded by Father Marquette. Macki-
nac was established a few years lat-
er, and Detroit’s growth was slow.
After the French and Indian wars the
English took over this territory, and
In 1774 It was formally declared & part
of Canada. Detrolt rapidly. grew in
importance and during the Revolution
was the base of operations for many
by the British and Indlass

rulds
By the terms of the treaty of Pars
tn 1783 this region becnme a part of
the United States. What Is now
Michigan, Wisconsin, a part of Min-
nesota, Illinois, Indiana and Ohlo
known as the Northwest territory. Af-
ter Ohlo was set off as a separate
state the Lower Peninsula of Michigan
was Joined to Indiana territory
1805 Michigan became n separate ter-
ritory with about its present boun-
daries. There was, however, a great
dispute over a small strip of land in
the extreme southern portion which
was claimed by Ohlo. Thix almost led
to bloodshed, but was finally settled by
Michigan releasing her claims to the
disputed area and recelving as com-
pensation an addition to the Upper
Pentnsula.  On this basis Michigan
was admitted to the Unlon In 1837 and
[ became the twenty-sixth state.
Michigan has a unique &ituation, as
1t s bounded by the three largest of
the Great Lakes, and divided Intc
two. peninsulas. This gives It a coast
line larger 1n proportion to its area
than any of the other states. It is
named after Lake Michigan, which fe
the Algonquin  word, “Michl-gan”
meaning “great sea.” It Is entitled
to 15 votes In the electoral-college.
