Infectants are relutively harmless for
Insécts und the best Insecticides may
be of little valué us disinfectants.

Formaldehydg 1s one of the most
powerful disiofectunts known, but it
Is a very wegk tnsecticlde; and
versely, hydrocyanic acid Is deadly for
insects and All forms of antmal life,
while It hay little power as a germiy/
cide or dipinfectant. . ls well to
remember ulso that “deodorants” nfe
not necesgarily disinfectants—one de-
stroys odors, the other destroys gefis.
