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LITTLE AID WAS NECESSARY
Most All Ex.Service Men and Women |
Treated in Mayo Hospital Able
to Meet Expenses.

Of the 150 casés of ex-service men
und women treated during one month
at the Mayo hospttal. Rachester, Minn.,
only seven required aid from the local
Leglon members, according to reports
made to department officals of the
American Legion In the state.

“The Leglonnaires at Rochester found
some tiine ago that a serious problem
had developed In their city when
many former service men and women,
learning of the reputatlon of the Mayo
clinfe, 'would come there practically
without funds and even though recélv-
Ing treatment, faced serious conse-
quences. In order to meet this de-
mand for service, certaln post funds
were set aside and the seryice officer
instructed to handle these cases.

Since that time, demands for ald |
from these patlents hmve practically
ended, according to post officlals,
Jthough willingness to help is still the
bart of the Rochester Leglonnaires

Some degree of Legfon care. is
fered to every formei service man or
woman who becotes u patient in the
hospital but the requests for. financial |
41 show that most of the patients are
self-sustaining during the periods of
treatment.
