I'to notification received recently
by Melvin C. Hart, principal.

In explanation of the .term ac-
crediting, tht local school authori-
ties have been advised that it is
the established policy of the asso-
ciation to prepare each year a new
list of approved secondary schools
accorded this honor and that no
schaol is accredited for a périod
longer than one year.

Before any school can be ton-
sidered for accrediting by the
sociation it must be on the high
est list of schools approved and
accredited by the school authori-
ties of the state.

In addition it must meet . the

- high standards which the associa-
tion maintains with respect to the
building and its equjpment, the
school library, laboragories and in-
sfructional equipment and appara-
tus, school recordy, the require-
ments for graduption, instruction
and spirit, salariés of teachers, the
training and prgparation of teach-
ers, the teaching load, pupil loads
and the schoal’s program with ref-
erence to ph¥sical education and
its athletic relationship with other
high schoofs as determined by the
]Sz-te Athletic Assocjation.
