After reading some passages
from Matthew's Gospel. and apply-
Ing them to her own case, she was
able to heal herself of an injury

caused by an accident, pronounced
fatal by the physicians. She literally
“rose and welked.” to the astonish-
ment of all beholders. But this was
not enough. She must help other
sufferers also 1o find their freedom
8o she spent three years In study-
ing the Bible and searching for the
sclution of this problem of Mind-
healing. proving It over and over
again, until at last she was ready to
embody the results of her investiga-
tons in the book just mentioned
