The ship, ‘which cost $9,000.00,
has a cruising speed of 140 miles
per hour; it burns an average of
one gallon of 26-cent per gallon
gasoline for every eight and a half
miles of travel; its motor is of the
Jacobs type; its government num-
ber is NC16229; it is equipped
with both sending and receiving
radio apparatus; and its owner
uses it merely for personal recrea-
tion.
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
