Stamp Plan May Be Employed
to Lick Cotton Surplus Problem

-
WASHINGTON.—PassI]c of

the new agricultural appro-
priation act means that a more
determined drive to solve the
ever-pressing cotton problem
will be made during the next
12_months.

It probably means, also, that
relief clients will be given con-
siderable quantities of cotton
textile goods—shirts, cloth, and
other items—under a variation
of the stamp plan which is cur-
rently being tried out for the
distribution  of surplus food
stocks.

That forecast can be made be-
cause of the phrasing of the ap--
propriation act

OUGHLY, some $50,000,000

will be available to spend on
cotton, if the Department of
Agriculture decides to use, for
that purpose. all the money it
legally may use. Foremost on
the program. of course, is the
export subsidy plan which Sec-
retary Wallace has been push-
ing lately. But the law provides
that not more than half of the
total sum spent on cotton may
be spent on the export subsidy
plan

Consequently—assuming that
the department uses all the
“cotton money” available—
around $25,000,000 will be on
hand to spend on some other
program. What other programs
are in sight?

There are only two of any
consequence.  One is the gen-
eral program of research. by
which the department's experts
try to find new uses for cotton
and seek to promote the use of

cam is pretty
extensive, and will ultimately
yield some important result

but, at the most, it will take only
$6,000,000 or $7,000,000 this year.

So there will be something
like $18,000,000 which can
spent on the cotton surplus. And
the only other plan on hand is
the relief stamp ~rogram.

To date, the stamp plan has
applied only to foodstuffs. Re-
lief clients buy, at face value,
stamps which can be used to
purchase any type of food. With
them, they get a number of
free stamps, which are good for
the purchase of foods officially
listed as “surplus commodities.™

These stamps are good in any
[rom present

indications, the program may do
much to relieve the country of
surpluses in certain lines,

To make the stamps apply to
cotton, however, would compli-
cate matters — partly because
grocery stores do not carry cot-
ton goods. That would mean
that the program would have to
be extended to department
stores.

e
JFURTHERMORE. raw cotton is

not sold over the counter the
way the surplus foodstuffs are.
There would be a tortuous and
involved trail to follow—trom
the cotton field through the cot-
ton mills. down to the factories
where cotton cloth is made up
into articles of wearing apparel,
and thence through the whole-
salers and jobbers to the re-
tailer.

Setting up a system to move
cotton goods by the stamp plan
would call for study and plan-
ning all along that trail,
