At the conclusion of a school
it is highly desirable to sum-

mg a summary for publication in
this manner, it, through necessity,
must be kept brief. Often a more
lengthy and technical report only
proves valuable in that it serves
for record purposes.

Today, nublic schools are being
looked to perhaps more than any

other single social institution in |

A
great many outstanding leaders in
many fields have asserted that the
school’s responsibility in this re-
spect cannot be denied. A critical
survey of education today finds
most schools busily engaged in a
program that will contribute signi-
ficantly to the life of the child as
it relates to his future.
No longer can we consider edu-

cational institutions separute and
apart from the rest of the social
order, but instead they must be
integrated with the activities of
the me and other character
training agencies. While the ma-
jor responsibility of child develop-
ment rests in the home, the
schools have the distinct responsi-
bility to correlate their work with
the home, so that there will be a
constant uninterrupted de-
velopment of the chil
