YW/ASHINGTON.—A 1 t hough

bad weather and crop reduc-
tion policies have reduced the
nation's wheat crop, the United
States grain belt will still pro-
duce more than enough wheat to
meet domestic consumption for
the year.

Reports were widely circu-
lated recently to the effect that
there would actually be a wheat
shortage this summer, and that
the wheat belt ld—for the

fall very far short of being
twice as much as the American
people will eat during the

course of the year.

'\IEAK\WHILE with an ample

wheat crop coming on, the
Agriculture Department is pre-
paring to wage a vigorous eam-
paign against that undying foe
of bumper crops in the west—
the grasshopper.

The pest this year

first time in memory—tall to
provide the country with the
wheat it needs. The Depart-
ment of Agriculture denies these
reports rather sharply.
Secretary Wallace says the
best estimate he can obtain of
the 1939 wheat crop is that it
will run between 700,000,000 and
710,000,000 bushels. Although
this represents a drop of lwrvl-
imately 220.000,000 bushels troi
last year's production, it nner-
theless is nearly 200,000,000
bushels above the amount of
wheat the American people will

The year's production will, in
fact—according to the secretary’s
estimate—be ample to cover all
domestic for human con-
sumption, livestock use and seed.

As a matter of fact, even it
the 1939 crop did fall below the
country's consumptive capacity,
the department would feel that
there was scant cause for alarm.
For America is just now begin-
ning to work its way out from
under a staggeringly heavy
wheat carry-over.
