“Dell held that since people voted to reassess the entire
townphlp and money was appropriated, it legal for the
supervisor or the township board to hire sufficient employees
to do the job,” said Swem.

THE question of legality was raised by Donald Swanson
of 24067 Pennsylvania, at the annual meeting held last April
11. Kavanagh's opinion was deivered on request of Swanson.
