Of all the lighting systems used
in photography, one of the nicest,
and perhaps one of the easiest to
use, is available light.

Availuble light is the light that
is at your disposal—the light that
is naturally on the scene and not
artifically supplied.

There are just a few things that
must be remembered when using
available light, and these are very

Y |necessary to obtain the best re-

sults.
The film that you should nor- |
mally use for available light photo-
graphy is Kodak Tri-X. For nor-
mally lighted subjects, develop the

six minutes at 70 degrees and for
five minutes in hpyo at 70 degrees.
Then wash at 70 degrees for 15
minutes.

FOR SUBJECTS that are quite
dark—such as inside a building
or for available light sport shots
where you need speed and a small
lens openlng for depth of field—
develop the Ti in Accufine for
4% minutes at 70 degrees and for
five minutes in Hypo at 70 degrees,
then wash for 15 minutes in water
at 70 degrees. With this formula
you can rate Tri-X at 1200 ASA

You will notice that all the tem-
peratures are 70 degrees. This is

MANY PEOPLE connect the idea
of available light photography with |

many other film sizes that can be
used in available light photography.
One of the more popular is 2% x
2%. 1 myself use a Rolliflex 2%
3.5f for a good part of the avail-
able light photography that I do.
Many people also prefer the 70mm
film size, used with a single leris
reflex cameras such as the Hassel-
blad. |

A problem that can be present |
with available light photography is
the inability to direct the light
where you wish it to be.

This is a problem that is not
easily eliminated but there are a
few things that you can keep in
mind to help reduce the problem.

]

FIRST OF ALL the only way
that can solve this problem, and
still stay in the realm of available
light, is to use a reflector to turn
the existing light rays onto the
subject and thus fill in the heavy
shadows.

1t is easy to carry a white cloth,
or a roll of aluminum foil with
you. If you crumple the foil, it will
make a satisfactory reflector. Also,
if there is a light-colored wall avail-
able, you will sometimes be able
to use it as a fill-in reflector.

You should keep in mind how-
ever, that some of the best shots
are made with the light at the back,
so that the subject is oulined wih
light and the features are com-
letely dark. |
