Mr. Kennedy opened his speech
at Oakland Park with:

In all, President Kennedy visited
Hl:hlm six times as a candidate
and once as president.

last visit was on Oct. 5.6,
1962, when he toured Michigan to
bollur Gov.

Each time that he came to the
state, Mr. Kennedy found adoring
crowds, always ready to yell them-
selves Hoarse in showing their re-
gard for him.
