He noted that the R-7 classifica-
tion was designed for areas near
the CBD in that it permits a high-
er density of development and a
four-story structure.

He said recent developments in
the area indicated the land was
being utilized to near maximum
density, but not to maximum build-
ing height.

“The result,” Smith said, “is an
apartment house utilizing more
ground area than should be per-
mitted.” ) |

This, he said, reduces the|
amount of open space to where the |
health, safety and welfare of| the|
community could be jeopardized. |

THE PLAN board is concerned, -
