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Lathrup

Approves Budgel

A budget calling for an increase of 50 cents per each $1,000
of assessed valuation was approved Monduy night by the City

Council of Lathrup Village,

The total tax rate, including five different tax rates, will
rise to $13 per $1,000 of nsmsed valuation t'rom the current‘

$12.50.

The increase came with the
approval of a special tax to
provide weekly garbage and
rubbish pickup service. The
city now has a twice-a-month
service.

Although the vote on the budget
was unanimous, Councilman Vin-
cent Zatell said that he felt the
added collection was not necessary
and was not wholeheartedly for the
increase in the tax rate. He, how-
ever, did vote for approval of the
budget.

THE GENERAL fund tax re-
mains at $7.50, the charter limit;
the Evergreen Interceptor tax is
up 50 cents to $1; the city-built
sanitary interceptor tax dropped
10 cents to $1.40; and the storm
water sewer tax dropped 60 cents
to $2.40.

The special garbage - rubbish
pickup tax, now in use in Livonia
and Huntington Woods, accounts
for 70 cents per $1,000 of assessed
valuation, | raising about $6,500
yearly. This would mean an aver-
age increase of $4.90 for the aver-
age Lathrup homeowner.

City Administrator Jerald D.
Stone’s proposals which also won
budget approval included:

o Three per cent or higher pay
raise for all employes.

® A retirement plan for em-
ployes beginning this year with an
allocation of $2,000.

A $50 & month raise, to $3,600,
for the retainer for the city at-
torney.

o A $2,000 allocation for a police |
radar unit to enforce speed limits |
especially on the new Southfield
Road.

A sum of $40,000 in the munic-
ipal rent reserve fund will be used
for purchase of land on 12 Mile
Road for a city hall and recreation
center.

.

THE BUDGET totals $237,860,
or §265,910 higher than the budget
adopted last year. The general
fund’s share is $180,000, while the
public works department will be
allocated $57,860.

This compares with the $160,550
general fund and $51,400 DPW
budgets running the current time.

The council also passed the wa-
ter-sewer department bydget of
$84,750, which included & $19,000
surplus’ of last year.

Stone expects Lathrup to end
the fiscal year in July with a sur-
plus of $40,300. This sum will be
added to the anticipated general
fund of ($139,700 to total the
$180,000 the city expects to use
next year.
