IRS Offers Tax Booklet

R. I. Nixon, Detroit District di-
rector of Internal Revenue, an-

nounced today that the 1965 edition |

of the Teaching Taxes program of-
fered by the Internal Revenue Serv-
ice for use in high schools should
be of special interest this year to
students and teachers alike. It con-
tains a step-by-step discussion of
the changes made by the Revenue
Act of 1964

The explanation of the new law,
with illustrations showing how tax
returns should be prepared, will be
of value to students who had the
program last year as well as those
who did not.
NIXON STATED that last year
throughout the nation, 25000
schools used the Teaching Taxe:
materials provided by Internal
Revenue. Of this total, approxi-
mately 1,290 or 5% were Michigan
schools.

Nearly 3% million student work- |

books and 85,000 teacher’s kits were
distributed. The total distributed to
Michigan schools were 207,230
workbooks and 4,953 kits.

Teaching Taxes, which began in
1062, gives students an insight into |
the taxpaying responsibilities of citi
