Indian Chief
Draws Crowds
AtMetroBeach

One of the most striking figures
at Metropolitan Beach these days
is Chief Yellow Sky Eagle, who
is “Indian-in-residence” at the park

war-bonnet, blue beaded vest and
breech-clout, the colorful Indian
makes his headquarters at the large
tepee in the Tot Lot.

Several hundred youngsters come
each day, Wednesday through Sun-
day, to ask him questions or just
to stare in awed silence.

“I enjoy every moment of the
time I'm out here,” the Chief said.
“Mostly I enjoy the children and
just meeting people.”

“THE CHILDREN most often

ask me, ‘Are you a real Indian??
and ‘Have you ever fought with
cowboys?’ Adults frequently ask
‘What tribe do you belong to?’ or
‘Where do you come from?’”
To all, Chief Yellow Sky Eagle
answers that he is a full-blooded
Ottawa Indian. The Ottawas were
one of the major Indian tribes in
Michigan territory, the others be-
ing Chippewas, Pottawatomies and
Delawares.

Born in 1895 near Ludington, the
69-year-old Chief attended a now-
defunct boarding school for Indian
boys in Mt. Pleasant. In 1916, he
came to Detroit to work and was
employed here regularly until his
retirement 44 years later,

BESIDES PROVIDING atmos-
phere, Yellow Sky Eagle also
teaches authentic Indian dancing
every day at 8 p.m., except Monday
and Tuesday, to children nges two
through six. This popular event
regularly attracts over a hundred
children. .
